HDR Student International Conference Support Guidelines
The maximum amount available to HDR students under this scheme is $3000 per candidature. To ensure equitable spread of funding, support will only be made available once during an HDR candidature.

Purpose:  The School has limited funds to support HDR students for travel and costs associated with conferences (accommodation, registration). The purpose of this funding initiative is to assist HDR students in their thesis research by enabling them to travel overseas to attend prominent conferences in their area of research.  The School of Psychology considers that conference presentation is an important part of a researcher’s professional training, as well as a vital means of raising the national and international profile of research work being conducted at UOW. It is expected that a paper delivered at a conference by a UOW School of Psychology HDR student will contribute significantly to scholarly debate, assist completion of the research degree, and hopefully will also lead directly to a publication. 

Eligibility
· Successful completion of First Year Research Proposal and demonstrated satisfactory progress (e.g., students must have met their annual UOW presentation requirements); 
· Students who have exceeded the maximum time for completion of their degree (4 years Full Time Equivalent for PhD, 5 years Full Time Equivalent for DPsyc) are not eligible;
· The conference must be held in a country other than Australia.

Guidelines
· only papers which are presented and defended by the author in person at the conference will be considered (NB  chairing sessions do not qualify for funding);
· in the case of a co-authored paper only one grant will be made;
· funding does not cover the costs of meals (including conference dinners) or per diems;
· the conference should be of high standing and directly relevant to the applicant’s thesis;
· applicants must have written support from their supervisor.
 Application Procedures
· all applications should be completed and then sent to via email to:  
psyc-resourcesupport@uow.edu.au.  All sections of the application form (see attached) must be completed.  Incomplete applications will not be accepted;
· the application should normally be lodged at least 2 months prior to the proposed conference;


· the application must include evidence of acceptance of paper or of invitation to present (or application to conference organizers if not yet accepted);
· the application must include evidence of all costs (quotation of flights and travel, conference registration, accommodation costs);
· budgets should be based on actual costs of travel, accommodation and conference registration, the cheapest viable modes of ground travel and air travel quotations.  Airfares should be quoted for the actual time of travel to avoid increases.

Criteria for Conference Support: 
Applications will be accepted at any time and assessed by the HPS according to the following criteria: 
· prominence of the conference; 
· evidence of a peer reviewed paper being accepted by the conference organisers (funding may be granted subject to confirmation of acceptance); 
· relevance of the proposed paper to the applicant’s thesis; 
· the level of Faculty financial support already received by the student; and 
· the likelihood that the applicant will submit his or her thesis for examination before the maximum time for completion of their degree has elapsed. 

Attendance at the School of Psychology’s colloquia will also be taken into consideration when assessing applications, with preference given to those students who regularly attend.

Reporting Requirements
All students receiving assistance to attend conferences are required to provide a completed report on the Conference Support form (see attached) to the HPS no later than 4 weeks after returning from the conference.
