GUIDELINES
Allocation of Open Access Funds will be based on submissions from authors to the HPS on a case-by-case basis.   The maximum funding per paper is $2,500 for a lead student author.  The journal must have an impact factor of 2 or greater.

1 Log into Scopus – click “Browse Sources”

2. Search on the journal you’d like to investigate (e.g. BJ of Addiction) and then click on the title:

3. If then hover over the top of each year you will see “Citation Overview” appear on the right in the row. Click on this. 

4. You will then see “Export” in the top right hand corner. This will provide a list of all articles for that journal by year and their citation levels. A manual calculation of those not cited divided by total papers would then be needed.
